Speakers of the day. On April 7. President Lowell introduced Susan Daniels,

Director of Leader Dogs for the Blind and Lion Mike Dengate also from Leader Dogs. Sue
Daniels presented the Club with the Leader Dogs “Top Dog Award” for the fifth consecu-
tive year. Sue expressed her gratitude for all the good things our Club does for Leader Dogs
and pointed out that of the 4978 Lions Clubs that support them, only 28 Clubs achieve Top
Dog status. Leader Dogs is celebrating their 75th year since being founded by three Roch-
ester Lions and has produced 14,500 Leader Dog Teams; with 2500 being in Michigan.
Leader Dogs is the only sight assistance organization to provide help, to six people, that are
both blind and deaf.
Lion Dengate presented an overview for Leader Dogs kennel renovation. Dengate highlighted the reasons for
the renovation, the cost, and the advantages of it. Only a small amount of new building area will be added,
most of the renovation will occur by demolishing and reconfiguring the current building. The current kennels
were built in the late 1960’s and many environmental changes have occurred that directly affect the training of
the dogs. The renovation will provide the proper traffic flow for the dogs, improved efficiency of the staff and
the 1,000 volunteers and update the veterinary clinic to a state of the art facility.

Speaker of the day. On April 21. Lion Bates introduced Monica Celzic
Chief Staff Officer of Michigan Humane Society. Using a power point presentation
She spoke in detail of all the activities they do. They are a Non profit private 501-C3
organization for animal welfare, they are the largest and oldest animal welfare or-
ganization in the state. Their goal is find homes for 100% of the healthy dogs and
cats in their care. They serve Detroit and beyond. They serve 28,000 animals a year
in the Tri-County area mainly. They do assists other than just dogs and cats as need-
ed. They have fifteen Veterinarians on staff and a large surgical area to treat as need-
- ed. Animal rescue is part of their program and they receive calls concerning
ammal cruelty and help in these areas also.
